Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) is accepting public comments

on the draft Removal Action Workplan (RAW), which proposes the clean up of soil
contaminated with metals (arsenic, lead, cadmium), total petroleum hydrocarbons
(TPH) and polyaromatic hydrocarbons (PAHs) for the Willow Glen Right-of-Way
(site) located berween Minnesota Avenue and Lonus Street in San Jose, California. The
contamination is from former railroad operations on the site. The draft RAW, describes
in detail the investigation and various alternatives to cleanup process.

Test resules showed primarily elevated levels of raetals, TPH and PAH:. DTSC is
overseeing the cleanup activities under a Voluntary Cleanup Agreement between the

City of San Jose and DTSC. After the clean up the City will be purchasing a portion

of the site to add to the regional trail system.

Site History and Background

The site is located approximately 1.5 miles south of downtown San Jose in a
predominantly residential area. The site is approximately 5,250 feet in total length,
and varies in width from 60 to 100 feet. A 220 feet long trestle bridge connects

the site across and above Los Gatos Creek. Several businesses and shopping plazas

are located adjacent to the site (see site map on page 4).The exact start of railroad
operations is unknown. Portions of the site have been in existence since 1915. All
railroad operations for single-track rail transportation ceased in the late 1970s. The
site is currently partially fenced (along residential property boundaries), unpaved, and
vacant.

investigation Findings

Two remedial investigations have been conducted at the site, by two environmental
consulting firms. One in August 2004 by Ninyo & Moore and the second in April/
May 2006 by CDM.
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
